




Design Proposals for Greek Archaic Letter San 3 

Lowercase san will be used to transcribe inscriptions into a form that makes them readable for 
those accustomed to standard Greek texts.  Here is an example from Cook (p. 58) that will 
provide a sense of how the proposed design for san will work in context.  Cook’s transcription 
looks like the one that follows except that he used sigma in place of san, presumably because he 
had no san character available.  (This is a list of men’s names.)
